
Md. Unemployment Benefits Among Worst

(Baltimore) - 

A new study finds Maryland's unemployment benefits are among the worst in the nation. 


A study by the Maryland Budget and Tax Policy Institute says the benefits should be upgraded immediately. 

  
The average weekly payout of about $242 dollars per week in Maryland compensates for only about 34 percent of the average weekly wage. 

That ratio ranks Maryland 43rd out of 50 states. 

Some business leaders and state officials say the study is flawed and that Maryland actually offers one of the best unemployment packages in the nation.
